“Joy Even On Your Worst Days”

It was a wonderful week at Evening VBS in June! Many thanks to the volunteers who planned and prepared our evening meal, and
to our guest speaker the Rev. Tom Are, Jr. Rev. Are helped us explore and expand the meaning of joy through the lens of Paul’s
letter to the Philippian church. Though Paul’s context would have been dramatically different from our own, a constant in human
life is the reality of suffering. And yet, even on Paul’'s worst days, he exhibited a spirit of joy. In this, Paul offers us great inspiration.

Joy is not a common reality in modern life. We are more acquainted with anxiety and fear, and on good days we can settle for
happiness; but joy is less common. The worst days come to us all. At some point, dreams die, the body fails, the spirit is crushed.
Those days leave their mark on us. We reflected together the hope we have for joy in that an imprisoned apostle passed down
104 verses to an ancient congregation in Philippi, and they have passed it down to us. We were reminded and encouraged that it
is their testimony that when the worst days come—and they will—they do not have to be the end of joy. Indeed, they might be
the beginning.

Our time together concluded with the wonderful performance of “joy in My Heart,” a play produced and directed by the Chil-
dren’s Theatre Camp leader, Meg Griffith. Under her leadership, children of Second Pres. not only learned these meaningful sto-
ries, they also found a creative way to share the stories and letters of the Apostle Paul through song and script. It was a beautiful
and moving experience for all!

b) Ways to Nurture

Your Child’s Faith This Summer . . .

The slower pace of summer can be a wonderful time to set new patterns for your family life. Below, | offer 5 simple
things your family can do this summer to help nurture your child’s faith development. These suggestions can be done
at home, or when you are away on vacation. The gift you give your child in nurturing his or her Christian education is
invaluable.

1.

Read together. Be intentional about choosing to read from your child’s Bible each day. The Beginner’s Bible is a
great place to start with your little one. And as they grow into elementary school, the Adventure Bible the church
gives to third graders offers some great notes and images to help explain the stories to children and their adults,
alike. Help your child become familiar with finding books, chapters, and verses in scripture. You are giving them gift
of God’s Word. You just may learn a few new stories yourself!

. Pray together. Develop prayer routines that show children they can talk with God at any time. They can go to

God with prayers of thanksgiving, as well as prayers asking for God'’s help and God'’s strength and comfort. Prayer

also involves listening to God. Moments (or even seconds) of silence are a good way to practice listening to God.

Mealtime, bedtime, and a moment of prayer before you start the car each day not only helps kids remember to

connect with God regularly, but also shows your child that you pray and take your relationship with God seriously,

too.

Begin a family devotional. There are lots of brief family devotionals that are perfect for reading together over

the breakfast table, for example. Or, consider placing some favorite scripture verses in a bowl on your breakfast

table. Your devotion time together could simply involve pulling out a verse each morning and asking the question:

Where did | see God yesterday? Or, Where might | see God today?

Help your child choose a memory verse for the summer. Memorizing scripture is a great spiritual practice,

especially for young children. You never know when a word from God can be what they need to get through a

difficult day or a moment of sadness or frustration. Consider short, easy to remember passages, and choose a

translation that is easy for children to understand. Help your child choose his or her own favorites, or perhaps

start with one of these suggestions:

* Do to others as you would have them do to you. — Luke 6:31

*  You shall love your neighbor as yourself. — Matthew 22:39

* | praise you God, for | am fearfully and wonderfully made. — Psalm 139:14

* Do not be afraid for | am with you. — Isaiah 43:5

e Be still, and know that | am God. — Psalm 46:10

*  You shall love the LORD your God with all your heart and with all your soul and with all your might. — Deuteronomy
6:5

Set a good example. Your child will copy you in all you do, including how you respond to difficult situations, the

places and ways you pray, the way you read your Bible, and the way you treat others. Continue to attend worship

regularly, visit another church on your family’s travels, or plan a family worship service on the Sundays you are

away. What you prioritize, your child will prioritize.
